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The final blend for the 2013 Esprit de Tablas Blanc had just been 
made; it’s now all aging in foudre. Made from 71% Roussanne, 
21% Grenache Blanc and 8% Picpoul, it has notable richness in its 
pear, wild herb, mineral and subtle tropical aromas and flavors. 
Opening up nicely in the glass, it has the classic richness of this 
cuvee, yet stays nicely focused and pure. Drink it anytime over the 
coming 7-8 years.
