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Another delicious white (and one that’s almost always a super 
value), the 2013 Cotes de Tablas Blanc is made from 39% 
Viognier, 29% Grenache Blanc and 20% Marsanne and 12% 
Roussanne that aged all in stainless steel. Citrus blossom, 
lime peel, white flowers and tinges of minerality all emerge 
here, and this medium-bodied, steely and fresh effort stays 
lively and pure through the finish. Buy this beauty by the case 
and enjoy it over the coming couple of years.
